English
➢ English 12
One option for grade 12 English courses.  It will contain elements of  literature, poetry, 
and short stories. Original composition, synthesis of texts, and oral presentation are 
developmental skills. 

➢ English First Peoples 12
English 12 First Peoples is an academic English course which can be taken in place of 
English 12. English 12 First Peoples interactive and engaging course with an emphasis 
on writing, both in expository and creative forms, and on the study of First Nations 
literature. There is a strong emphasis on the development of writing skills. 

Taken in conjunction with Contemporary Indigenous Studies 12 - a SS 12



English AP
AP classes are based on First-year university courses.  Students who 
successfully complete these will receive credit for the Grade 12 equivalent 
and the AP course (8 credits total)

Student will have the opportunity to write the standardized AP exam and if 
a high enough score is obtained may* get a first-year credit at the College 
or University they attend.
*assignment of credit is at the discretion of the college or university and not guaranteed

Physics 11- Strong math background needed! Foundations/Pre-cal Math 10 minimum!  
Recommended take Pre-calculus Ma 11 before or concurrently with Physics 11.

Environmental Sc 11-The study of how living organisms, soil, air, water and energy are 
interconnected and interdependent. 

Earth Science 11- The exploration of the Earth and its orientation in space.

Psychology is the scientific study of behavior 
and mental processes. 

Some topics included are: psychological 
disorders, memory, cognition, language & 
intelligence, motivation & emotion, the stages of 
human development, and sensation & 
perception. 

The course is very focused on student choice 
and project-based learning.

"Who am I?" "What is the meaning of life?" "What 
is right and wrong?". 

Philosophy takes on many of life's big questions. 

Students will use their critical and creative 
thinking and engage in discussions, debates, 
written essays, and projects.

AP Passion to Action 12 



"AP Passion to Action" is a dynamic Grade 12 course which invites students to explore their 
passions and curiosities through land-based, inquiry-driven learning, while focusing on making a 

meaningful impact for themselves, for their community, and/or for the land. Students will co-design 
their learning experiences, allowing them to engage deeply with topics they care about, while gaining 

hands-on experience that connects them with the land and the community around them.

Throughout the course, students will explore key issues related to environmental sustainability, social 
justice, and community well-being. They will be encouraged to develop actionable ideas and 

solutions, working closely with Indigenous Elders and Knowledge Keepers, mentors, experts, and 
community leaders who will help them bring their vision to life. Students will also learn how to apply for 

micro-grants which can support them with their ‘Do Good Projects.’ Whether addressing local 
environmental challenges, advocating for social equity, or shaping their own career pathways, students will 

learn how to create positive change in the world.

By the end of the course, students will have developed a strong sense of their role in addressing global 
and local challenges, while also gaining skills in critical thinking, project management, and community 

collaboration.  They will leave with a sense of accomplishment, having made meaningful contributions to 
their community and the land, while also gaining clarity about their own futures and how they can make 

a lasting difference in their communities and beyond.
